Show some pictures of Beijing Olympic Game. And ask one student to introduce it.

Introduce Tokyo Olympic Game by two radio---the announcement of Jacques Rogge and a piece of news. 

	Aims

To increase students’ interests.

To feel the beauty of language by watching the video.

	Matters Needing Attention
	With the limitation of students’ English level, the subtitles of the radio need to contain both English and Chinese.

	Self-reflection


	By showing the pictures and radio, students are eager to know more about this lesson.



Step 2: Self-directed Study
	Timing 
	10 minutes

	Procedures 


	Step 1: Show students two texts. One is from the reading passage on page 10 and the other one is from the announcement article of Jacques Rogge. 

Step 2: Ask students underline the sentences which contain the Future Passive Voice. 

Step 3: Let students work together to find the structure of the Future Passive Voice by comparing Passive voice.

Step 4: Let students present their achievement of their findings.

	Aims

	Matters Needing Attention
	Students’ ideas will be presented on the blackboard.

	Self-reflection

	Self-reflection

Step 5: Presentation and special attention
	Timing 
	5 minutes

	Procedures 
	1 Let students present their answers of drills.  
2 Pay more attention to students’ errors.

	Matters Needing Attention
	Don’t put forward too many questions at one time.

Ask them to explain the questions by themselves and give some necessary feedback.
