Teaching aims:
1. Learn the story of Sang Lan and understand the true meaning of happiness.

2. Develop students’ reading ability.

3. Master the basic characteristics of an interview.

Teaching important and difficult points:

1. How to read an interview.

2. Learn the true meaning of happiness.

Teaching methods:

Task-based exercise;  discussion;  individual, pair and group work.
Teaching aids:

A tape recorder and a blackboard

Teaching procedures:

Step1. Greeting and lead-in
Greet the students as usual. Share a song“if you are happy”with the students. Then ask them their feelings after listening to the song. （通过多媒体播放歌曲，营造欢乐气氛，引导学生谈论相关主题，导入课文。）
Step2. Reading strategy

When reading an interview, what should we do?

Step3. Fast reading 

Ask students to go through the text quickly and answer some easy questions.

1. What’s the topic of the Tv interview?

2. What is the name of the doctor?
3. How did Sang Lan get injured?
Step4. Careful reading

Step5. Post-reading

Ask students to use as many adjectives as possible to describe Sang Lan’s personality.

Step6. Discussion and summary

Step7. Homework
Write a passage about your happiness.
