Part 1  Analysis of the teaching material

 1. Teaching content analysis(First of all, the teaching content analysis)

This is the second lesson of Unit 6, Section A. In the last lesson, we’ve learnt the forms of comparative. In this lesson, we use the structures to talk about and compare personal traits. It can make the Ss’ grasp the comparative and help the Ss to make full use of the knowledge. It also lays a function for the Ss to study Section B and it can get the Ss ready for the studying of the superlative. So this lesson has the function of connecting what we have learnt to what we are going to learn in the future.

2. Teaching goals ( According to the analysis above, we’d like to reach the following teaching goals )

Part 1) Knowledge and skills

1）Key vocabularies: physics, however, both, hers,.

2) Phrases: be good at, in common, more than, as…as, in some ways, etc.

Part 2) Process and methods: (In this period, I will teach the Ss)

a. To learn how to talk about personal traits and compare the people’s similarity and difference by using the comparative. (and)

b. To improve the students 'ability to read comprehend, speaking and self-study.

 Part 3) Attitude and values:

   By learning this period, the Ss have an interest in reading English and they can enjoy the beauty of English language.

3. Teaching key point: (Now, the key point in this unit is )

  To read and understand the meaning of this article and answer the six questions correctly.

4. Teaching difficult point: is  To give correct answers to the six questions.

5. Teaching aids:  A tape and multi-media 

Part 2  Analysis of the students

On the one hand, the students have learned English for more than one year. They have already been able to understand many words and sentences. They also have had some skills of listening, speaking, reading and writing. On the other hand, they have the desire to show themselves off. However, it’s hard for the Ss to keep their undivided attention for a long time, because of the children’s age and psychological characteristics. So they like stories and are curious of new things. These factors are helpful for the Ss to learn this reading material, because it is about the story of twin sisters.

Part 3  Teaching strategies

1. Teaching methods: 1)task-based method   2)situation communicating method    

2 .Learning methods:   1) fast reading  2) intensive reading

As we know, the main aim of this period is to train the students’ ability of reading comprehension. So in this period, I use task-based method、situation communicating method in the teaching process.

According to the task in this period, First I’ll let the Ss know about the main idea of the letter by fast reading and give their answers to the six statements, then check the answers. Given the difficulty of the reading material, some of their answers may be wrong, then I’ll ask them to have an intensive reading and ask the Ss to make a discussion about it. Of course, I’ll give some explanation when necessary.

Part 4 Teaching procedures (A good teaching design can help the success of the lesson, so let’s come to the teaching procedures.)

Step1. Warming up

I will have a free-talk with the Ss by asking and answering some questions about their names, ages, favorite subjects and hobbies..

By this step, we not only learnt some of the new words and phrases in 3a, but it also activate the class atmosphere.

Step2. Presentation

I’ll show two photos of a pair of twins. Ask the Ss to find out the similarities between the two persons and help the Ss to use the new word “both” to describe them:

The Ss will find out that : They are both girls./ They both have black eyes and black hair..…

Then I’ll tell the Ss :In some ways they are the same, they are in common. However, In some ways they are different to present the new structure”in some ways” 、”however” and “in common”

This activity can help the Ss understand the meaning of the new words and phrases and get the Ss ready for the study of 3a.

 Step3. Pair work

Ask the Ss to look at the chart and talk about the differences between Liu Li and Liu Ying.

  This activity can help the Ss to use the important phrase “not as as” to talk about the personal traits and compare people.

 Step4. Reading

 Let’s come to 3a, on page 33---the topic of this period.

First, I’ll ask the Ss to listen to the letter without looking at the book, then get the main idea.

Next, ask the Ss to have a fast reading and underline the sentences which the Ss can’t be understood.

Then, explain the sentences which can’t be understood easily.

  Finally, get the Ss to read the letter carefully and write “T” ,“F” ,“DK” with the six statements.

In the meantime, I will walk around the class and give the Ss some help if necessary. Ten minutes later, I will ask several students to report their answers to the six questions to the class and check the answers. Some students may give some answers which are wrong, because here, five out of the six statements are hard to understand. So I will ask them to have an intensive reading and give some explanation of the six statements one by one.

  This step is hard-to-understand, but by teaching in the way from easy to difficult, we not only help the Ss to get the correct answers, but we also help Ss to form a good habit of reading.

 Part 5 Teaching reflection

 By using task-based method, situation communication method and with the help of multi-media, we motivated the Ss interest in learning and improve their abilities of reading comprehension, achieve the teaching goals.
